expression: “the love of money is a root of
all kinds of evil”? (1 Timothy 6:10) Does com-
mon sense not tell you that the prosperity
gospel does not harmonize with this truth?
Nor with: “My kingdom [church] is not of
this world”, another fundamental truth of
the spiritual gospel of Christ (John 18:36). Do
you serve Mammon or the Lord? “No ser-
vant can serve two masters... You cannot
serve God and Mammon.” (Luke 16:13) Do
you see that today Mammon is right there
in many churches, disguised as “pastor,
minister, evangelist or priest?” That ava-
rice often appears dressed in religiosity?

Do you know that people not converted

to God and his Son will be saying “Peace
and security” during the days before the
sudden, catastrophic end of the world? (1
Thessalonians 5:1-7) Because the deceived
governors of the nations of the whole world
will be united on a platform of aggressive
atheism, demonic idolatries, and crass
worldliness (Revelation 16:12-16; 9:20-21).
Meanwhile, ridiculers and their supporters
will be defiantly saying: “There will be no
such catastrophic end because all things
continue as from the beginning!”

Do you understand that the day when
Jesus comes like a thief in the night will be
proclaimed by him with a cry of command,
the archangel’s call and the trumpet of
God?
